· Uses specific descriptors (e.g., “Beachfront,” “Pet-Friendly,” “Family Stay”)
· Avoids vague words like nice, great, cozy
· Stays within 50–60 characters
· Uses abbreviations sparingly (2BR, w/ Parking)
· No emojis, ALL CAPS, or excessive punctuation

✔ Easy to scan
✔ Honest and complete
✔ Answers common guest questions upfront
Structure & clarity
· Description is broken into clear sections:
· The Space
· Guest Access
· Neighborhood
· Other Things to Note
· Total length is roughly 150–250 words
· Key features are mentioned in the first 3–4 lines
Content accuracy
· Layout and size are clearly explained
· Sleeping arrangements are unambiguous
· Noise, stairs, shared spaces, or limitations are disclosed
· Parking details are clear
· House rules are consistent with listing settings
Optimization
· Amenities are listed in bullets where possible
· Keywords align naturally with guest searches (Wi-Fi, workspace, pet-friendly)
· Description matches photos and amenity selections exactly

· 15–30 high-quality photos uploaded

· Neighborhood or view photos included where relevant
Quality
· Photos are well-lit and in focus
· Rooms are clean, staged, and uncluttered

· Images accurately reflect the current condition of the property

✔ Optimize based on real guest behavior
· Monitor guest questions for missing info
· Review first reviews for expectation gaps
· Adjust photos or description if confusion appears

· Revisit pricing and availability weekly
